I What are the criteria for praise? 

A Hebrews 13:15 - "Therefore by Him let us continually offer the sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of our lips, giv
ing thanks to His name." 

B Psalm 34:2 - "I will bless the Lord at all times, His praise shall continually be in my mouth." 

1 Praise should be a lifestyle. 

2 Jesus wants our hearts, not just lip service only. 

3 Having a thankful attitude for all He has done for you. 

4 Praise is to be vocal not silent. 

II What you are to praise Him for. 

A He rose from the dead. 

B He paid for your sins. 

C He redeemed you unto Himself. 

D You have a great salvation. 

E Gave you a wonderful inheritance. 

F Filled you with the Holy Spirit. 

G He made you sons and daughters of God. 

III The benefits of praising Him - Isaiah 61:1-3, Habakkuk 3:13. 

A He gives you beauty for ashes. 

B He gives you the oil of joy for mourning. 

C He gives you the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness. 

D You will joy in the God of your salvation and He will strengthen you.
