WHAT IS HAPPENING IS IF YOU DON'T LIVE UP TO THE STANDARDS OF THE LEGALISTS YOU ARE REJECT
ED AND MARKED AS A SORT OF "LUKE WARM" CHRISTIAN THAT IS NOT DEVOTED ENOUGH TO GOD AND TH
EREFORE NOT ONE OF THEM. THEY BELIEVE THEMSELVES TO BE THE "TRUE CHURCH" AND REJECT ANYTH
ING THAT DOES NOT LOOK, TALK, AND ACT LIKE THEM.

THIS REJECTION CAUSES A HURT THAT SCARS MORE DEEP THAN CAN BE IMAGINED. THE EFFECT OF
THIS INJUSTICE IS PEOPLE RUN AWAY FROM FELLOWSHIP AND INFINATELY MORE IMPORTANT, RELATIONS
HIP. NOW BECAUSE OF THIS "LEGALISM" THERE IS ESTABLISHED FALSE DOCTRINES OF REBELLION WHICH
HAVE LED TO A WATERED DOWN GOSPEL OF ANTI-LAW AND A MISCONSTRUED IDEA OF GRACE. THESE ON
ES THAT WERE HURT EVENTUALLY BECOME LUKEWARM IN THEIR EFFORTS AND THEREFORE REJECT ANY
SIGN OF FERVENCY AND DEVOTION AND SINCERITY AND LABEL FERVENCY, DEVOTION, AND SINCERITY "LE
GALISM". IN DOING THIS THEY SEPARATE THEMSELVES FROM ANYONE WHO EVEN OUT OF LOVE WOULD E
XHORT THEM TO HOLINESS AND INSTEAD OF LIVING A LIFE POURED OUT TO GOD AND OTHERS THEY ONLY
TALK ABOUT IT AS IF IT IS A REALITY TO THEM.

THESE TWO TYPES OF ARGUMENTATIVE DENOMINATIONAL BONDAGE ARE BRINGING SO MUCH CON
FUSION AND PUTTING THE FOCUS OF THE CHURCH AS A WHOLE TO "ARE THEY HOLY ENOUGH?", AND "ARE
THEY TOO HOLY?" THIS HAS THEREFORE QUENCHED TRUE CHRISTIANITY BY THE HOLY SPIRIT. BY THESE
THOUGHTS WE ARE PUTTING RELIANCE ON OURSELVES AND NOT ON GOD. THE RESULT IS WE ARE TAKING
AWAY FROM THE SIGNIFICANCE OF FAITH IN HIM WHICH BRINGS ABOUT TRUE AUTHENTIC CHRISTIANITY A
ND ROBBING GOD OF HIS GLORY.

WE LIKE PETER ARE SINKING IN TO THIS SEA OF DENOMINATIONAL DIFFERENCES AND MAN MADE R
ELIGION OF RIGHT AND WRONG. LET US TAKE THE HAND THAT JESUS IS REACHING OUT TO SAVE US WITH,
HUMBLE OURSELVES, PREFER OTHERS BEFORE OURSELVES AND REALIZE THAT IT IS OUR FAITH AND RELI
ANCE ON HIM AND GETTING OUT OF THE WAY THAT PERFECTS HIS POWER TO BRING ABOUT RIGHTEOUSN
ESS AND HOLINESS IN OUR LIVES. WE MUST GET OURSELVES OUT OF THE WAY! WE MUST FOLLOW THE DI
RECTION THE CROSS LEADS US. LIVE YOUR LIFE POURED OUT TO GOD AND SUBMIT TO CHRIST WHO IS TH
