He knows and unde
rstands every thought we think. It is written, â€œJesus perceived their thoughtsâ€• (Luke 5:22).

Heaven is populated with highly intelligent, created beingsâ€”angels, seraphim, cherubim and the four-and-twenty elders
. They are witnesses to the faithfulness of our God. They know of all the promises He has made to us concerning His att
ention toward every detail. They hear Him tell of His minute, total provision to keep and watch over us! All of heaven prai
ses God, throwing their crowns at His feet, which is proof that they behold and believe in His faithfulness.

God can be trusted to do all He said He would!
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
