"This isn't right, it's taking things too far," parent Sharon Luinen told the London Daily Mail.

"I understand that they have to learn about other religions. I can live with that, but it is taking it a step too far to be
punished because they wouldn't join in Muslim prayer. Making them pray to Allah, who isn't who they worship, is wrong
and what got me is that they were told they were being disrespectful.
