AN EARTH-SHATTERING CALAMITY IS ABOUT TO HAPPEN. IT IS GOING TO BE SO FRIGHTENING, WE ARE ALL
GOING TO TREMBLE - EVEN THE GODLIEST AMONG US.

For ten years | have been warning about a thousand fires coming to New York City. It will engulf the whole megaplex, in
cluding areas of New Jersey and Connecticut. Major cities all across America will experience riots and blazing firesA—s
uch as we saw in Watts, Los Angeles, years ago.

There will be riots and fires in cities worldwide. There will be lootingA—including Times Square, New York City. What we
are experiencing now is not a recession, not even a depression. We are under GodA'’s wrath. In Psalm 11 it is written,

A“If the foundations are destroyed, what can the righteous do?A” (v. 3).

God is judging the raging sins of America and the nations. He is destroying the secular foundations.

The prophet Jeremiah pleaded with wicked Israel, A“God is fashioning a calamity against you and devising a plan again
st you. Oh, turn back each of you from your evil way, and reform your ways and deeds. But they will say, ItA's hgpeless!
For we are going to follow our own plans, and each of us will act according to the stubbornness of his evil heartA” (Jere
miah 18:11-12).

In Psalm 11:6, David warns, A“Upon the wicked he will rain snares (coals of fire)A...fireA...burning windA...will be the p
ortion of their cup.A” Why? David answered, A‘Because the Lord is righteousA” (v. 7). This is a righteous judgmentA—ju
st as in the judgments of Sodom and in NoahA’s generation.
