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Manitoba has become the fifth jurisdiction in Canada to legalize same-sex marriage. 

Court of Queen's Bench Justice Douglas Yard ruled Thursday morning that the current definition of marriage in provincia
l law is unconstitutional.

"The traditional definition of marriage in Manitoba is reformulated to mean a voluntary union for life of two persons at the 
exclusion of all others," Justice Yard said in his decision.

Gay rights groups say they expect the first same-sex wedding to be performed in the province by the end of the week.

The case was brought forward by three same-sex couples who argued for the right to marry.
