Manley Beasley and Leonard Ravenhill used to preach at the Milldale conference together along with James Alexander
Stewart. Manley was President of the Southern Baptist Convention's Evangelists for a number of years. He was in charg
e of the ICR (International Congress on Revival) held in Europe until his death in 1990. In 1971 he got very ill with 7 dise
ases (4 of which were terminal) and was given only a few months to live. He submitted it to the Lord for His glorification
and God gave him a promise that he would live to see his grandchildren. He outlived some of the Doctors who told him h
e was going to die. He was never cured but God kept him alive regardless and he lived (and preached)in serious pain th
roughout the rest of his life. God taught Him through his suffering.
